The criteria for a child requiring discipline is, any act harmful to themselves or other children, or actions that hinder cooperative play or activities. Examples are hitting, throwing things, biting, forceful pushing, running away, stealing, using abusive/obscene language or behaving in a disruptive manner. Methods of disciplinary action include talking with the child, temporarily removing the child from a stressful situation or limiting the child’s participation in some activities. If a child repeatedly misbehaves, cannot get along with other children and does not respond to staff discipline, a discussion with the parent will be held. Children may be suspended or terminated from attending the After School Program if the child’s behavior disrupts or interferes with the operation of the Program.
